Market Place chestnut tree nearest Dexters is dying
from inside with ‘bleeding canker’ and cannot be
saved, whereas remedial action might be possible
on tree nearest Police Office. Diagnostic soil tests
to be carried out.

HIGHWAYS

PC’s Highways Working Group will concentrate on 3
issues over the next 12 months.

1. Clifton - footpath at entrance to village from Ded-
dington; position of 30mph signs; safe road crossing;
traffic calming.

2. Hempton - right of way; position of signs; pedestrian
safety; vehicle priority.

3. Deddington - traffic flows and pedestrian safety
in key areas, including St Thomas Street, Hudson
Street, gunnels by Centrepoint, Earls Lane, High
Street traffic lights; Hempton Road.
