NUISANCE NEWS

Mark Harmon and Neil Francis outlined the work of the
CDC Nuisance Group which cooperates with Social
Services, housing associations and other organisa-
tions to investigate and deal with anti-social behav-
iour, noise complaints and other environmental nui-
sances. Acceptable Behaviour Contracts with young
people are having some success. Noise nuisance
complaints need to be backed up by accurate diary
sheets - what dates, how often, for how long, at what
time of the day or night, how loud - and if proven can
lead to the serving of an Abatement Notice. Failure
to comply is a criminal offence. Initial contact should
be made with CDC, tel 01295 252535.

10-MINUTE OPEN FORUM

Martin Hovard, Deddington Colts Management Com-
mittee, presented facts and pgures about the scope
and performance of DCFC , which has the rare dis-
tinction of an FA Charter Award. The Club is growing,
and existing facilities may not be adequate to cope
with additional needs such as funding and playing
facilities. The Club was asked to present a well-rea-
soned paper to the PC Environment & Recreation
Working Group and the Windmill Committee.

NEWS IN BRIEF

PC authorised £400 to fund new songbooks for the
traditional Christmas Eve carol singing in the Market
Place. Please return songbooks afterwards.

DCFC asked approval for football shirt logo incorpo-
rating Coat of Arms. PC refused unless the design
is modiped, to separate the football from the Coat
of Arms.

PC to send letter of support to school, backing their
“Better Ways” campaign and application for OCC
grant towards improved cycle access and training,
and anti-congestion “walking buses”.

PC insurance will cover BMX track, provided weekly
checks are made, plus an annual inspection by
RoSPA.

CLIFTON AND HEMPTON FOOTPATHS

Further consultations and site visits are planned before
next stages of work are carried out.

PC STEPS DOWN

Requests from parishioners for the provision of steps
down the bank on the west side of New Street and
for modiped street lighting on Goose Green are not
within PC’s authority and were referred to OCC.

PLANNING

PC no objection. (i) Glencree, Philcote Street - fell
rowan tree. (ii) The Knowle, Philcote Street - fell
holly tree and plant robinia. (iii) Lime Cottage, New
Street - refurbish windows. (iv) Hoopnins, 5 Manor
Farm Barns - convert existing garage to residential
and provide new single storey garage. (v) No 16 The
Beeches, Earls Lane - 2-storey extension. (vi) Hol-
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combe Hotel - change of use to 3 private residential
units and erection of new detached dwelling, all with
garages. (PC had some reservations about adequacy
of parking and the safety implications.) (vii) Flat 1,
Thimble Cottage, Chapel Square - remove rooyight
and pt new window over doorway.

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That this meeting most respectfully submits to
the Directors of the Great Western Railway Co. that
Deddington is the nearest town, and carrying on the
largest trade, of any place resorting to the Aynho sta-
tion, both for goods and passenger traf ¢, and that the
station ought to bear the name of the Deddington
Station , many persons now not
knowing what station to alight at
for Deddington.

That the town and parish of
Deddington, and the places
within a circuit of six miles of the
present Aynho station, contain a
population of upwards of 11,000,
and in consequence of such sta-
tion not being a goods station, the
population generally, and particularly those engaged
in commercial pursuits, are put to great loss and
inconvenience by the delay and extra charges they
suffer in the present mode of the carriage of goods.
In the town and parish of Deddington alone several
hundred pounds are expended annually for the car-
riage of goods and merchandise, nearly all of which
would come by the G.W.R. were Aynho station a
goods station, but most of which are now conveyed
by road wagons and by the North Western Railway
to Banbury. The meeting most earnestly requests the
Directors to cause Aynho Station to be made a Goods
Station with proper sidings, sheds etc.

It is dif cult for one who only knew him for six
years to write adequately of all he did for Dedding-
ton during his incumbency of 46 years (1879-1924).
He had become as much part of the Parish as the
Church itself. Looking through the registers one nds
that while he was Vicar there were 1,398 baptisms,
410 weddings and 1,235 burials - most of which he
conducted personally. Of his many interests, the Day
Schools were one of his dearest and he remained cor-
respondent - to the great relief of his successor - until
his death on Easter Monday evening. The ef ciency
with which he performed the task was shown by the
balance sheet issued a week or two ago to subscribers.
We may be thankful that after such a long life of lov-
ing service he was spared a lingering illness, and also
was able to make his Easter Communion on Monday
morning. He has left the Church a complete set of Par-
ish Magazines from 1879-1930, which will be kept in
the Church chest. Also a roller and mowing machine
for use in the churchyard, for the upkeep of which, a
few years ago, he left £200 in trust with the Diocesan
Board, the interest being paid to the PCC. The funeral
was on Saturday, April 11th, when a large congregation
attended, both from the Parish and outside. In spite of
the announcement in the local papers of No owers
several friends in addition to the relatives sent offer-
ings - the churchwardens, and sidesmen, the choir etc,
while the good people of Clifton all joined in giving a
very handsome oral cross.
